4.1 RIDING
POSITION
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Eyes
Shoulder

Elbow
Wrist

Buttock
Knees

Legs
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Look front and far ahead
Always in the most comfortable position

Bend a little to achieve comfortable position

Make sure the wrists are angle at 120 degrees and
both hands are holding the handlebar

Sits close to the carrying basket or petrol tank

Make sure the knees are parallel to the carrying
basket or petrol tank and avoid opening your
too wide

Rest the sole of your feet on the foot pegs with
the tip of the left foot stepping on the gear
lever. Make sure both soles are stepping flat on
